· Discussions are required with staff to dispose of asbestos, plasterboard, tyres, larger quantities of hazardous chemicals - probably at a cost. Or take these items to Redbridge – there may be a charge.

· Empty paint cans are allowed in the landfill bin. Liquid paint is not accepted but can be recycled through Community Repaint which uses the paint on various projects.  Ask at the tip.
